Immediately after the abstract, provide 5-7 keywords, avoiding general and plural terms and
multiple concepts (avoid, for example, “and”, “of”). Use keywords that are specific and that
reflect what is essential about the paper. Use keywords from the abstract, introduction and
conclusion. These keywords will be used for indexing purposes.
